Cycles of the Faith

Father Mark reminded us in his funeral sermon for Dr. Gordon Graham that our life on earth
is just one part of our journey in Christ.

Just two days earlier, our church had reaffirmed our baptismal vows as
we helped NAMES of GODPARENTS pledge to help little Gianna Gooden in her life in Christ
as part of her baptism. During that service we also witnessed Bobby Russell, Jimmy Russell,
Jennifer Sitzes and Carla Riego confirm their vows as Christians. Then, just two days later,
we came together as Christians to witness to the life and death of our friend and fellow
parishioner, Gordon Graham. The complete cycle: a life committed in the sacrament of
baptism, young lives recommitted to their baptism in the sacrament of confirmation; Dr.
Graham’s life celebrated, his life’s end on earth remembered and the grief of those who love
him acknowledged, followed fittingly by the sacrament of the Eucharist, which forever
commemorates the life and death of Jesus Christ, who holds out the promise to be with each
of us this day in Paradise.



So many years ago when I was new to the Episcopal Church and St. Paul’s, Fr. Brieant told us
in a funeral sermon that the primary purpose of Christian service for the dead in Christ is o
remind us that even in death there is life; our faith is affirmed in a time of loss. Fr. Mark’s
funeral sermon for Dr. Graham did that: he both celebrated a life while acknowledging its
loss, and reaffirmed the Christian’s hope in the life with Christ after our time here. And
how fitting for Dr. Graham and his family were the words at the end of the sermon of St.
Paul, Well done, good and faithful servant. — Marilyn Cleland

Newcomers

It is relevant to this report to note and to infroduce a new family to the St. Paul’s, Brad and
Rochelle Cripe and their child, five-month old Andrew. Rochelle is from Nebraska (and,
indeed, she has been welcomed by David Anderson!) and Brad is from New Mexico. Both come
to us from Nebraska, where Brad earned his Ph.D.; they have made their way to DeKalb and
NIU, where Brad is a professor of accounting (and, indeed, he has been welcomed by Bill
Cummings). Rochelle is a graphics designer, now looking to find the right place to use her
talents.

Both Brad and Rochelle have exclaimed their welcome from everyone at St. Paul’s, this
despite the fact that the Cripes have not seen children in the church (except during the
confirmation?). In other words, the absence of young children has not deterred them; what
encouraged them has been the welcome, the interest people have taken in them and their
lives, the conversations about faith that have occurred already. I hope I have not
overstated it when I say that they seemed to welcome this conversation.

They were willing to discuss their own faith journeys when I asked them: Rochelle was raised
in a Protestant church, Brad raised in an Episcopal church in New Mexico. When looking for
a church in DeKalb, they sought the Episcopal Church in part because Brad remains
comfortable with it and also because Rochelle was seeking an alternative to some of the
church practices she was familiar with.

Their story seems to parallel many who have come to the Episcopal Church: some have
returned but many are called to it new, as converts. The Episcopal Church, historically called
the middle way, satisfies many raised in Catholicism and many in Protestantism: it offers the



sacred liturgy and Eucharist that many former Protestants seek while retaining the emphasis
upon preaching and hymm singing that are dear to their hearts; Roman Catholics appreciate
the greater emphasis upon the Word and the beauty of the Anglican hymnal, while finding the
liturgy (as developed in the Book of Common Prayer) and the Eucharist (taken at the altar in
both bread and wine) nurturing the sense of the sacred of Catholicism.

As I say, I don’t wish to overstate the Cripe’s response to our church. The paragraph above
perhaps speaks more to my own reasons than theirs for joining St. Paul’s. I came here as a
Protestant who had left Christianity but who nonetheless longed for the Church. The Cripe’s
main reason is that they have felt genuinely welcomed, as had I. The welcome is perhaps the
most important reason for their continuing to be with us these several Sundays. To them, we
say, we are glad you’re here. We want our church to serve your needs for faith and
fellowship.

BOOK NOTES
We inaugurate this section with a book review or, really, book reviews by our own Richard
Dowen, whose interest in Christianity is both faithful and intellectual. He offers a review,
below, of What the Gospels Meant, the newest book by writer and scholar of Christianity,
Gary Wills. We hope not only that Richard continues to find material interesting enough to




share his thoughts with us, but also that others among us will be inspired to communicate
some of their responses to resources about faith.

In the last three years Gary Wills has published three books which should be of
interest to any Christian. Mr. Wills is retired Professor of Greek, a devout Catholic,
and a prolific author with many, many books and articles to his credit including the
Pulitzer Prize -winning Lincoln at Gettysburg. The three books that I am talking about
are, in order of publication: What Jesus Meant, What Paul Meant, and What the
Gospels Meant.

One way to look at each of these books is that they are the reflections of a devout
Christian upon his faith. In this brief article I will attempt fo summarize the essence
of each of these books in my hope that you will be motivated to pick them up and read
them yourselves. It is truly a worthwhile spiritual and intellectual exercise.

In What Jesus Meant Wills finds that Jesus did not bring a political message and that
to understand his life and words as endorsing either right or left politics is o miss the
point. His message was far more radical that even the most devout socialist or biblical
fundamentalist could imagine. Any faith based politics is simply idolatry. It is the goal
of the politics to do justice to all, it is the goal of Jesus that all be loved. In this
paragraph I have summarized a carefully developed argument of 142 pages, each of
which is worth reading.

In What Paul Meant we discover why Paul is important and why some leaders and
thinkers, including Peter, condemned Paul. Paul is important because, though he never
met Jesus the living man, he is the first to have written concerning Jesus’ teachings.
Yet Paul is difficult o know because only seven of the thirteen letters in the New
Testament are authentically Paul. Those letter are Thessalonians, Galatians, Philippians,
Philemon, First Corinthians, Second Corinthians, and Romans. In turn these letters are
hard to understand because each of them was written to group of Christians in
distress trying to solve a particular problem at a particular tfime and written by a man
who was both busy and stressed. Wills finds Paul’s most important meaning to be his
reaffirmation of the message of love first conveyed by Jesus.

In What the Gospels Meant Wills asks why it took so long to write the Gospels and
more importantly what makes each of the four distinctively important. The answer to
the first question is relatively simple. It took so long to write them because all of the
events described were known fo local people. They could refer to their memories. They
knew, for instance, who Simon of Cyrene was and who his children were. They did not
need written reminders. There are four because each of the four represents a
different important aspect of Jesus’ life. Mark tells of the importance of Jesus to his
followers. Matthew collects the sayings in an orderly and instructive manner, Luke
stresses the healing aspects of Jesus’ mission on Earth, and John stresses the divinity
of Jesus.

These paragraphs do not do justice to these works. I hope that you may be motivated
to read these books they are worth the effort. -- Richard Dowen.

I wish to stress that Book Notes includes any media that we can in one sense read (take in as
text — something to be interpreted — oh my gosh, that is a very generous definition ). Thus,
this section serves as a response to almost anything that prompts our interest, our curiosity,
our passion, our displeasure — relevant to our faith.

This wonderful program
explores faith from many different angles and perspectives. Its goal is not to convert or to




evangelize but to speak to those interested in faith as a personal, intellectual, and/or public
and political phenomenon. The program may be reached 89.5 FM on Sunday mornings at 9 a.m.
However, you can find the program online if you Google Speaking of Faith: Google will take
you to the program’s official website, including its archive and all of the programs available
for listening to and viewing with its free software, SOF. I know everyone does not use a
computer, but if you do, please look at this wonderful resource for thoughtful people of faith
and people interested in faith.
